A variety of updates to the website have been requested over the past year. Functionally, we will be implementing a password-protected section of the website where the Collaborative membership will be able to share information privately with each other. As for the topical information to be contained within this password-protected area, I have collated the most frequently requested items into the following categorized list:

1. Grants Administration Resources

a. Current version of EDGAR
b. Grant Administration Guidance (from experienced Collaborative members) – Best practices for SAHE grants administrators; Recommended reviewers for SAHE grant applications; etc. – could take form of “Administration Handbook”

c. Grant Administration Tools (shared by Collaborative members, for Collaborative members) – Evaluation Forms; Budget Allocations; Selection Rubrics; etc. 

d. Guidelines/Templates for Requests for Proposals (RFP’s), Contracts, etc.
e. Legislation Links – NCLB; HEA; Secretary’s Commission reports; etc.
2. Question and Answer Archives (from listserv)

3. Nationally Aggregated Data Survey results

4. State Profiles

a. State RFP’s for SAHE grants

b. State RFP’s for external evaluators

c. Department of Education monitoring reports, SAHE section

d. State-level Data Survey responses

5. Exemplary programs funded through SAHE monies (descriptive accounts submitted by Collaborative members; could included syllabi of courses developed through SAHE funds, accounts of measured effectiveness of programs, teacher testimonials, etc.)
